Pastor Parker has been appointed to the Southeast Dutchess Cooperative
Parish effective July 1. In this role he will be lead pastor of Pawling UMC and work in parish
ministry with Rev. Sun Joo Kim, primary pastor of Verbank and Poughquag UMCs, and Pastor
Kathleen Meyerson, pastor of Dover Plains and South Dover UMCs.

Parker was recognized at the NY Annual Conference earlier in June along with other pastors
who have reached the classification of “retired clergy”. Despite that title, he will in an active
part time ministry role in SE Dutchess as pastor at Pawling and as administrator of the
cooperative parish.
